UPMINSTER LIBRARY
We reported last month that we were delighted when one of the country’s busiest libraries was
refurbished. However, there had been, as many of you quoted “unwanted changes and people
are disgruntled”. We sent the Library Service a number of questions on the changes and I set out
below their reply.
“The changes have now been in place for two months. We’re in response to customer feedback
and this has generally been received positively by customers and staff alike. Typical comments
received include:
“I think this library is excellent. The new layout and staff are all good and helpful”.

Some of the improvements that were made during the recent closure include:
1. Reducing the size of the counter to make more room for books and library services on the

ground floor.
2. Changes to the windows in the Children’s Library to make it cooler in Summer.
3. Improvements to the toilet.
4. The creation of a downstairs confidential interview room for PASC and CAB customers.
5. The creation of a dedicated meeting room available for hire on the first floor.
6. The establishment of a small Children’s Centre on the first floor.

Upminster Library is one of the borough’s most popular libraries and was the first to be
refurbished. It was also the first to have an indoor mural, the first to begin to use self issue book
technology and to provide a CAB and an advice service. The new children’s centre follows in
this history of firsts for Upminster Library and is part of the Library Service vision of creating
“Community Living Rooms” – libraries that have books at their core, but also a range of other
local facilities and events that people value”.
