I am writing to advise you that the Council are proposing to introduce further waiting restrictions in Front Lane and Moor Lane and to introduce Pay & Display parking bays in the layby outside 85 to 103 Front Lane and on the northern side of Moor Lane, between its junction with Front Lane and Chipperfield Close. The Pay & Display element of the scheme is designed to encourage short term parking for visitors to the shops and businesses, while preventing longer term parking which reduces available parking space for potential customers.
