A member contacted me a couple of months ago as she was very concerned about a
licence application which she had been notified of by the council relating to the above
premises.

The application was for a proposed beer shed in the grounds of The Harrow, which
was of concern, as her garden backs onto this establishment. It was probably
submitted in response to the smoking ban being introduced and proposed selling
drinks from a beer shed, thereby allowing smokers to buy their drinks outside without
having to stop smoking.

We produced 100 leaflets which we delivered to houses surrounding the pub giving
residents details of how that could object to Havering Council.

A few weeks later | received a call from the Member telling me that she had now
received a letter from the council saying that the applicant had decided to withdraw the
application.

| am glad that so many people wrote in to Havering Council and as a result the
applicant clearly realised that there was a lot of local opposition to their plans. Once
again, it would seem that only the Hornchurch Residents Association was there for
residents in providing help, advice and support.

How have you been affected by the smoking ban?
Dog Poo

Whilst many dog owners are very responsible and ensure that they clear up any
deposits which their pet makes, sadly there are still some who let their dogs foul
pavements and kerbs with no attempt to pick up their dog's poo.

I live by a primary school and the amount of dog poo down the alley linking the front
and back of the school is disgraceful. What's worse is that a doggy bin is provided
down the alley, but many do not use it and would rather subject children to huge health
risks as a result of coming into contact with dog faeces.

There are fines for not clearing up dog mess which perhaps the council should start

handing out rather than just continue to clear up this mess at huge expense to council
taxpayers.

Allowances & Expenses

From time to time, | receive adverse comments about allowances paid to
Councillors. | do not have a problem with that, but strangely nobody seems to
comment on how much is paid to MPs, The Mayor of London and Members of the
Greater London Authority whose work is often less transparent.

Should they receive an allowance, of course they should, but have you ever
thought about the amounts being paid to them?

Let's look at the Greater London Authority and our Mayor as an example. The
points | am going to make are not party political, as this situation exists and will
continue to do so whatever the political affiliations of those involved.

The Mayor’s basic ‘salary’ has risen from £51,974.82 in the financial year 2001/02
to £133,997 in the financial year 2005/06, an increase of over 157%!

Have you received such an increase during the same period?

In addition to that the Mayor (and GLA Members) can claim for taxis, domestic
travel, foreign travel, phones and faxes plus ‘other expenses’ and GLA Members
can also claim up to £1,580 each for an annual Travelcard.

Although our current Mayor wants everyone to travel on public transport or by
bicycle, you may be interested to know that in 2001/02 he claimed over £5,000 in
taxi fares alone.

These additional items that can be claimed back have boosted the Mayor’s total
income to £59,729.83 in 2001/02 to £146,255 in 2005/06!

My research has also uncovered another fact which you may be blissfully unaware of.

Did you know that the GLA sets aside funds from the monies paid to it by Havering
Council and the other 32 London Boroughs to pay for the election of the Mayor and
GLA Members?

As you know, when local candidates stand for election during any local authority
election, the candidate or his/her party fund the whole cost of their campaign, so
why can't the Mayor, GLA candidates and their parties fund their own elections.

| really don't see why taxpayers should fund election campaigns, particularly as you
will have read elsewhere, many political leaflets distort the truth in an effort to win
your support. Receiving such leaflets is one thing, but actually contributing to the
cost of its production is something else.
