DON’T STAND UP
THE DOCTOR
The NHS in Havering is asking
people who can’t attend pre-
booked medical appointments to
let the doctor, hospital or clinic
know, so that other patients can
be seen. During cold and icy
weather, it is likely that more
appointments will be missed.
Wasted appointments cost the
health service over £600 million
each year. In an average week,
26 patients fail to turn up for
appointments with their GP or
practice nurse. In hospitals, one
out of every eight appointments
is wasted.
Chas Hollwey, Chief Executive
of NHS Havering, said: “There
are often good reasons why
people can’t keep their medical
appointments; during the recent
cold weather it has been
particularly difficult for older
people to go out.
“But we are asking everyone to

call the surgery or hospital to
cancel or rearrange if necessary.
Their appointment can then be
offered to another patient who
needs it, and waiting times will
be kept shorter for everyone.”
Queen’s Hospital in Romford
has taken steps to cut the
number of missed appointments
and reduce waiting times for
patients. The hospital is trialling
a scheme to remind people
about appointments by text
message. Patients can also
cancel or rearrange their
appointments on the hospital
website:

well as by telephone on 0845
130 4204.

CONTESTED
PROBATE CLAIMS

When somebody dies, certain
people can make a claim

against their estate regardless of
what their Will states or, indeed,
if a Will had not been made.
These types of claim typically
involve: Technical claims -
where someone alleges a Will is
invalid for technical reasons
such as it was not signed by the
person making the Will in front
of two independent witnesses;
Lack of capacity - where a
claim is made that the person
making the Will did not have
the legal understanding
(“testamentary capacity”) to
make a Will or do so in the
terms they did; Undue
influence - a claim that the
person making the Will was
unfairly “influenced” to leave
money or property to someone.
Claims can also be made by
certain classes of individual
against a deceased’s estate for
Financial provision – where it is
claimed that a Will (or lack of a
Will) does not make adequate
financial provision for them. At

GRITTING
The recent spell of ice and snow
caused major disruption to many
people and businesses and
underlined again the need to
ready ourselves for such
extremes in our weather. While it
may have been a winter
playground for some, the
treacherous conditions meant
that many elderly residents were
confined to their homes.
The point raised most frequently
was ‘Why are our roads and
pavements not gritted or
salted?’, and we do intend to
review this whole issue and see
where improvements can be
made in the future.  Another
point often raised was what the
legal position is when
householders clear snow and ice
away from the pavement in front
of their properties. It is
interesting that in Austria,
Germany and Switzerland, and
some states in America, it is a
legal obligation to keep the

pavement outside your property
clear from ice and snow.
However, in the UK it is Local
Authorities who are legally
responsible for gritting and
salting public roads and
pavements. In theory, there is
indeed a risk of legal action
under the part of law known as
‘tort of nuisance’ if householders
sweep away snow in such a way
that it causes injury to someone.
However, there would need to be
provable malicious intent or a
high degree of carelessness for
any such action to be pursued. 
While there does need to be legal
frameworks in place to protect
the interests and health of
people, there also needs to be a
reasonable degree of common
sense so that individuals can
react to adverse situations
without being worried about a
‘no-win, no-fee’ lawyer waiting
for a slip up.

COLD WEATHER
PAYMENTS  - FOR
SOME! 
The recent spell of very cold
weather has unsurprisingly
triggered extra £25 ‘cold weather
payments’ for pensioners living in
Havering, but in an extraordinary
twist of postcode lotteries, only
those living in Havering-atte-
Bower and Noak Hill (RM4) are
entitled to the payment! Payment
is made when the average
temperature is recorded as zero
degrees Celsius or below for
seven consecutive days during the
period 1 November to 31st
March. However, temperatures
recorded for the RM4 area are
taken at the weather station at
Andrewsfield, Stansted, while
temperatures for the rest of
Havering are taken at the weather
station at Gravesend, Kent. This
bizarre arrangement has led to
pensioners receiving cold weather

payments despite living next to
pensioners who do not - yet they
share the same weather! It also
transpires that pensioners living in
Ilford and Barking have received
the cold weather payment. The
Met Office advises the
Government which weather
stations cover which postcodes
and it is reviewed annually. We
have written to the relevant
government department to rectify
this iniquitous arrangement.
