NHS Havering
have restarted
their retinal
screening for
d i a b e t i c
patients after
the programme
was recently

paused to allow for improvements
to be made. Upgrades to the
computer system, administration
processes and additional training
for optometrists will mean patients
will receive better service.
Diabetic patients aged 12 and over
who are registered with a
Havering GP are eligible for a free
annual screening. It is
recommended that diabetic
patients take up the invite for these
eye tests as they detect problems,
which can lead to sudden and

permanent blindness. The test can
also indicate how a patient is
managing their diabetes and may
signal that changes to medication
or lifestyle are needed. NHS
Havering uses specially selected,
qualified optometrists rather than
technicians to assess patients, who
are based in high street opticians
making them as accessible as
possible. The optometrists also
may be able to diagnose other
conditions during the appointment
that would go unchecked if seen
only by a technician.
